LOST IN YONKERS is her first outfitting
experience in a setting that doesn’t revolve around dancers, or at least include
dancers...well almost...because our show does include a tap dance which is
choreographed by Doreen. LOST IN YONKERS in general was appealing to this
costumer on many levels. Doreen’s parents are both from New York and they got
married in the 1940’s. Her mom was raised by relatives when her own mother
passed away and father had to work a schedule that didn’t lend itself to raising
a little girl, along with the family being German. Her dad’s family also raised a
relative who lived with them when the mother passed away, and there was the
frequenting of the candy store with the glass jars, and stories of the soda jerk
days. The situation just seemed to be right. The main show cast and preshow
cast have been a pleasure to work with in this regard and costuming the lobby
crew to cover all aspects of the production and tie things together, has been fun
as well.
