B I O G R A P H I E S

The Country Players of Brookield was founded in 1957 by Tillie Ciccala and Dot 
French with an ad in the local newspaper asking, “Are you a ham?” They found 
many hams to join their ranks and their irst play was produced in 1958. Plays 
were initially performed in church halls and school auditoriums. After a school 
complained about an actor appearing on stage with no shirt, it became clear that 
the band of players needed a home of its own. After refurbishing this building 
(originally the Curtis school gym built in 1907), it has been the permanent home 
of Brookield’s community theater. The organization eventually grew to include a 
wide range of cultural oferings and, in 2003, changed its name to “The Brookield 
Theatre for the Arts, Inc.” to relect this commitment. At the same time, plans began 
for the building of a lobby annex to ofer a gathering place for social events and 
concerts, and gallery space for art exhibits. The new lobby was dedicated in 2005. 
This year marks Brookield’s 64th year as an all-volunteer, non-proit organization 
providing quality live performances, cultural events, and educational workshops to 
the community. We rely on YOU to add your love of theatre and your willingness to 
volunteer to help keep this dream alive!
